Thank you to those of you who have begun or continue
to use the Fall Creek Public Library! Thanks to you,
the library earned an additional $700 in county tax
revenue in 2007! As a reminder, when Fall Creek vil-
lage residents use other libraries in Eau Claire

County, the FCPL is required to pay that library for
each item that is checked out. In 2007, that was over
$8,500! There is no cost for borrowing items from
other libraries through interlibrary loan. Simply spec-
ify the FCPL as your pick -up location when requesting
materials from other libraries.
